The strangest thing about this is they have just vanished without any trace.  I been the owner of Chloe has rung all of the local vets and reported her missing. Most upsettingly was the phone call to my local council to ask if they had picked her up from the road side to only find out that the council don't even scan cats and just dispose of the bodies which I find despicable considering they have to scan and report any dog they find to the RSPCA.
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Cat 1 - Chloe - Missing from 27/09/11, Gilchrist Avenue, Macclesfield
Chloe is a small tabby female, she is chipped and her details are up to date.  She is quite small, very friendly and unfortunately didn't have her pink collar on.   Chloe doesn't usually leave the back garden or she goes and sits on the door step, her disappearance has left a big void in our household and her brother hasn't left the garden since she vanished
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Cat 2 - Snuggs Kendal Road/ Earlsway area Macclesfield, went missing on 28/09/11

It's not the best picture but you can see he has white toes to the front paws and white socks to the back. He is not very tame and won't thank you for affection unless there's food involved. It's not known if he is wearing a collar and is not chipped. He is small for a male and always skinny looking despite worming and eating like a horse!
I believe there are at least another 2 cats but I haven’t been able to track them down.  If the paper can publish something even if it’s to warn cat owners in this area to ensure there cats have collars and are chipped I can only hope that somebody see's it and can pass some information on as the worst thing about this is that we don’t know what has happened to our pet.
